Meeting Minutes

February 6, 2007

Chair Scott Gobble called the meeting to order – and asked for self introductions.  Gobble then reported SBACC had an RFP for the advocacy position.  Gobble announced that the Executive Committee will be reviewing resumes after the Board meeting.  Discussion followed.  John Parson asked if the Exec. Committee had authorization to make a decision to hire.  It was stated that the Board had authorized this back in 2006.  Barbara Dye made a motion to approve the January 4th meeting minutes.  Parsons second.  The meeting minutes were approved.  George Kivett stated that he will have a full Treasurer’s Report in March.  

Legislative Reports:  Dennis Lord and Marcella Low gave an update on the South Coast Air Quality Control Measures – (cmb-03) The two reported that there could be changes in the requirements of furnaces.  This would result in a cost increase for customers.  Gobble asked Mark Waronek to get input from Jan Perry’s (LA City Council member and AQMD board member) office to find out her position.  A letter will be sent off to Perry’s office.  March agenda to include further discussion.  

Discussion followed regarding the SBACC’s Legislative agenda for 2007.  Some topics of interest included:  San Pedro – port activity – clean up – trucks – ships – cleaning the air from the pollution.  Also for 2007, infrastructure issues here in the South Bay; roads, etc.  AB 32 Global warming/ Greenhouse Solution Act.   Also, for 2007, looking at bonds.  Discussion followed regarding the May 21 and 22 Sacramento trip.  Mark Waronek  noted that he will be leading a group of  chamber Leadership groups to join up  in Sacramento.  Waronek gave a tentative schedule for the Leadership group up in Sacramento. Gobble reported on the upcoming SBACC planning retreat.  The Board agreed to have the retreat on Friday, March 2nd – from 10:00 to 2:00 at the Southern California office at 505 Maple Ave. in Torrance.

Steve Napolitano gave an update from Supervisor’s Don Knabe’s office.  Napolitano reported that the County is still searching for a chief administrator for the county.  Napolitano also discussed the recruiting process for the position.  Also, Napolitano reported the counties dealing of sewage spills.  Jim Kennedy gave a report from Congresswoman Jane Harman’s office.  Kennedy reported that there have been changes in 
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Leadership within congress.  Kennedy reported that many of the issues that congress is addressing:  Minimum wage...stem cell research...and the 911 Commission Reports.  Kennedy also reported energy and global warming  and how it is affecting the environment.  Kennedy also noted policy making for energy and the bills that are in the works.  Discussion followed regarding the federal budget and how Harman’s expectation that the budget reflect the true costs of Iraq.  

Marilyn Lyon distributed brochures for the West Basin Municipal Water – and the South Bay Cities Council of Governments.  Gobble reported the program – recycled credit from SCE for air conditioners. John Parson’s gave an update for the Redondo Beach Performing Arts Center.
