CALL TO ORDER:  The Meeting is called to order by Chairperson George Kivett at 8:19am.

WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS:  The Chairperson introduces himself, thanks all attendees and invites all present to introduce themselves. 

MINUTES FROM MEETING OF NOVEMBER 2, 2010:  C. James moves approval of the minutes.  The motion is seconded by M. Morales and passes unanimously.

Chair’s Report:

George Kivett, Immediate Past Chair

Marna Smeltzer, Past Chair Advisor

Chairperson George Kivett asks for motion to approve nominees.  M. Morales makes a motion to approve.  The motion is seconded by J. Wogan.  The motion passes unanimously.

Each year, we need to update signatures for the SBACC bank account.  Creasie James, George Kivett, Pat Donaldson and Charles Gale are the proposed signatories for 2011.  S. Gobble moves to approve.  M. Smeltzer seconds the motion. The motion passes unanimously.

Chairperson George Kivett concedes time to Chair Elect C. James.  C. James states that the SBACC Installation Luncheon will be held March 4, 2011 at JMM Community Center.

Chairperson George Kivett concedes time to R. Kim of Congresswoman Jane Harman’s Office.  R. Kim states the (Federal) Administration announced the tax cut resolution.  These tax cuts will stay in place and Unemployment Insurance (benefits) is extended.  She also introduces a new advisor for Jane Harman’s office.

Feb 16th is annual Black History Celebration.  The largest celebration is in LA County.

Jerry West is an honored guest.  The date is Jan 11, 2011; announcement flyers are forthcoming.

Chairperson George Kivett concedes time to MeLing McFall of SoCal Edison.  SoCal Edison is offering energy efficiency benefits for small businesses less than 100 Kilowatt usage.  Packages include lighting exit signs and energy window covering.  M. Warenek adds an anecdote of using this program successfully.  S. Gobble adds reinforcement for the cost savings that can be gained.  Chairperson George Kivett asked if you must be a property owner to participate.  MeLing adds that they will work with both types of applicants.  George encourages using this program.  

PRESENTATION: from Randy Lamm, Metro Transit Authority Project Manager for the South Bay Metro Green Line Extension.  

Randy states that an alternative analysis study is complete and yielded a top priority study.  The next step is a Draft Analysis / Environmental Impact Report (EIR).  This project’s history started in November 2008 as Measure R authorized a transportation corridor.  South Bay / Harbor subdivision is the focus of the study for the Green Line to South Bay Galleria.  An estimated $500 million will be invested in the project.  Plans implement rail project without Harbor/South Bay to Green Line extension.  Draft EIR is in process now; four alternatives if the project is complete.  Which is the best alternative is being chosen.  Inglewood Ave route is an elevated project.  May started the process; October is meetings for public comment.  This project is designed to relieve congestion, improve access to South Bay residents and employees, and bring customers to South Bay businesses.  There are some property values concerns from adjacent residents.  Noise vibration and crime potential are in the analysis.  Techniques are available to deal with the problems.  $272 million scheduled budget for Transfer station at Hawthorne & 190th.  It is cost prohibitive to do subway alternatives suggested.  Elevated routes are cost prohibitive to do on Hawthorne Boulevard.  In a performance alternative matrix - to get same performance, light rail is most cost effective.  Freight train alternative is conclusive to be eliminated (may be appropriate for longer commutes).  Randy states the description of tools needed to begin project implementation.   He also describes the ridership forecast and plans for outreach – highlighting ‘to help bring traffic volume down’.  A tour is scheduled on the Pasadena Gold Line to see how the project will look to deal with concerns.  There is a description of time estimates as examples.  The schedule is affected by 30/10 ramping schedule – open for business in 2018.  In 2011 or 2012 the Project is to enter final EIR.  Randy welcomes questions and comments and summarized his presentation.  J. Parsons asked about the distinction between Crenshaw project and Green Line extension.  Randy replied Crenshaw will plug into infrastructure, but will be seamless to South Bay access.  There is a separate study next year to bring the Green Line into LAX.  B. Orton asked about 30/10 funding and current status of the economy and what adjustments will be made. 

POLICY PLATFORM: S. Lumachi presents the Ballot Measures.  

2011 STRATEGIC INITIATIVES FROM PLANNING RETREAT MEETING:
S. Lumachi recaps the SBACC discussion/planning surrounding our four Strategic initiatives.  He requests a member review of the current verbiage to complete final changes.

The top choices are:  1) Economic Recovery  2) Education (Workforce Readiness)  3) State & Local Government Reform/ Government Regulations   4) Infrastructure (Water + Utilities) & Transportation

T. Dahlgren motions to accept initiatives, M. Lyons seconds the motion.  L. Baglietto asks to strike the word “Green” so it is not exclusive but rather inclusive.  C. James asks to add Telecommunications to Utilities, and separate the Energy Efficiency category.  T. Dahlgren motions to amend the initiatives, M. Smeltzer seconds the motion.  The amended initiatives vote passes unanimously.  C. Gale asks for briefing from the meeting to add further information.

2011 POLICY PLATFORM FOR PLANNING RETREAT MEETING:

Shaun recaps retreat results on Policy Platform.  Suggested changes have been made and requested review for approval.  There is a Sectional analysis to make edits.  There is discussion of several edits.  There is a motion to approve the Platform and subsequent amendments by S. Gobble.  M. Morales seconds motion.  There is more discussion about economic and regional development.  The motion passes unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Treasurer C. Gale asks that all members please complete paying their SBACC dues.  There is a just under $20K balance in our account.  Invoices are going out end of year (3rd week of Dec).  

Chairperson George Kivett adds to get out corporate invoices for certainty it is available for their boards early.  He also asks “Please invite potential Sponsors”.  He highlights it is truly about increasing participation, and he would like to see more manufacturing, financial organizations, and large healthcare concerns represented.

LEGISLATORS’ REPORTS:  

B. Orton of Senator Wright’s Office.  He discusses the return of lawmakers to Sacramento yesterday.  The Oath of Office ceremony is complete.  He discusses the Empty Seat vacated by the passing of Senator Oropeza.  There is a February vote to return an elected replacement to that seat.  He anticipates the budget rhetoric will increase and spark more debate.  

J. Janes of Assemblyperson Furatani’s Office.  She discusses a food drive.  She also discusses an honorarium to Senator Oropeza that passed away recently.  The State Budget is paramount.  J. Janes adds a request for ideas for small business to lead the discussion of small business legislation.  There are outdated classifications of Workmens’ Compensation Insurance, needs for a Small Business Bill of Rights, and ideas for gains in Health Insurance coverage.  They are moving the local office to the Carson Civic Center.  They will announce an open house at a later date.

Chairperson George Kivett highlights the importance of Assemblyperson Furatani’s accessibility.

J. Kiernan of CA League of Cities. There is an 11am Jerry Brown budget press conference today.  He highlights helping with planning for the Jan 3rd Governor’s inauguration.  The League has renewed their annual three initiatives; 1) strong partnership for stronger golden state (reforms) 2) stable secure pension systems 3) responsible and accessible league services.  Email updates and website has 2010 legislative report free.

C. Gale describes that SCAG announcements will be sent to all member Chambers of Commerce.

Marna Smeltzer announces Redondo Chamber of Commerce free waste roundup (refuse electronics) at Northrup Grumman facility (corner of Marine & Aviation Blvd.).

AB 29 (Perez J – D) Office of Economic Development
Recommended Action

Summary

1. AB 29 creates the Office of Economic Development and the California Business Investment Services Program for the purpose of serving employers, corporate executives, business owners, and site location consultants who are considering California for business investment and expansion. 

Background

2. AB 29 would also make changes relating to the development of a biennial Economic Development Strategic Plan.

3. The new office would be administered by a director appointed by the Governor, subject to confirmation by the Senate. 

4. AB 29 would require that the office serve the Governor as the lead entity for economic strategy and the marketing of California on issues relating to business development, private sector investment, and economic growth, and make recommendations to the Governor and the Legislature regarding policies, programs, and actions to advance statewide economic goals. 

5. Furthermore, AB 29 would create the California Business Investment Services Program, within the office, under the authority of the director, for the purpose of serving employers, corporate executives, business owners, and site location consultants who are considering California for business investment and expansion. 

6. Current law requires the Secretary of Labor and Workforce Development to lead the development of a biennial California Economic Development Strategic Plan and, in doing so, to review the recommendations of the California Economic Strategy Panel, which is created for this purpose. 

7. AB 29 would change this requirement of the Secretary of Labor and Workforce Development to the newly created Office of Economic Development. 

Arguments in Support

8. Proponents argue more needs to be done in California in order to promote the state’s significance in the global marketplace and key location to direct access of growing markets and technology centers in Mexico, Latin America, Japan, China and Southeast Asia.

AB 32 (Lara – D) Entrepreneurship: Economic Gardening
Recommended Action

Summary

1. AB 32 states the intention of the Legislature to enact legislation that supports entrepreneurship as a form of economic development and job creation and which would provide assessment of communities regarding their assets, skills, and needs, and identify opportunities for agencies to remove barriers to make citing, zoning, and licensing easier for small businesses.

Background

2. AB 32 provides for research and assessment of urban and suburban communities regarding their assets, skills, and needs, and utilizes that data to determine economic opportunities in those communities and support access to capital for entrepreneurs in these communities. 

3. The legislation would also, among other things, identify opportunities for local and state agencies to remove barriers to make citing, zoning, and licensing easier for small businesses, in order to allow for entrepreneurial job creation, and promote the development of entrepreneurial education curricula and programs.

4. The term "Economic gardening" is an innovative economic development model that embraces entrepreneurship as a driving force for job creation and growth. 

5. It originated in 1987 in Littleton, Colorado, and is based on the idea that a community needs an economic development plan that utilizes its particular strengths. 
6. AB 32 also states that small business remains an integral part of California’s overall economy and is key a part in furthering job creation throughout the state.
Arguments in Support

7. Proponents argue that significant barriers exist when trying to retain and attract business in California. AB 32 calls on the legislature to focus its priorities on job creation and retaining current businesses throughout California while focusing on the small business community and expanding ways to create more entrepreneurships.

The following SBACC 2011 Policy Platform was unanimously approved at the December 2010 SBACC Board Meeting.

SBACC 2011 Policy Platform












1. Ensures that regulations on business are kept to a minimum and a tax & fee system that does not put South Bay businesses at a competitive disadvantage.

2. Requires the government to be transparent and accountable for its actions and the programs it operates. 

3. Encourage the state legislature and the Governor to work together each year to ensure that the state budget is developed and passed in a timely manner. 

4. Maximize funding for area projects from statewide and federal funds. 

5. Advocates for appropriate funding for homeland security, public safety and emergency preparedness demands on the region and opposes state mandates to borrow funds from local governments.
6. Support job creation and workforce development opportunities that prepare the South Bay workforce for jobs and careers targeting specific industries such as aerospace, trades, sciences, engineering, environmental, tourism and healthcare, including the bio-medical field. 

7. Develop training and education opportunities in partnership with regional higher education institutions. 

8. Forge partnerships with our local legislators so that they can utilize the SBACC and the private sector as a resource to create pro-jobs legislation. The SBACC is committed to holding local representatives accountable to the business community by tracking their votes. These votes impact not only their constituents, but also the vitality of the economic environment. 

9. Promotes economic development opportunities including the utilization of business tax incentives such as an enterprise zone in the South Bay for business retention, attraction, and expansion. 

10. Promotes a quality of life that supports the South Bay region as an affordable place to live, learn, work, and do business. 

11. Encourages the protection of private property rights. 

12. Ensures that government focuses on the functions meant for only government to do; and view the private sector as a resource. 

13. Promotes a legal system that minimizes frivolous lawsuits to ensure fairness to all. 

14. Encourages federal, state and local governments to cooperate to streamline and reduce unnecessary regulations that will not inhibit the job growth in our region and for local governments to work proactively to recruit and retain businesses in the South Bay region. 

15. Recognizes the positive economic impact of the Los Angeles Air Force Base on the South Bay region and supports the retention of the Los Angeles Air Force Base. 

16. Promotes greater small business bank loaning procedures that are easier to understand and allow businesses to thrive in current business climate.

17. Encourages an adequate, reliable, and cost-effective utility infrastructure system (including gas, electric, water, telecom) be promoted, developed, and maintained to meet the needs of our community. 

18. Supports a regional solution to meet air passenger and cargo needs including a reconfiguration of the Los Angeles International Airport not to exceed 78 million passengers annually; and, only when concerns of airport security, air and ground traffic, infrastructure, air quality, sufficient and convenient passenger access, and ground transportation are adequately addressed.  

19. Monitor the implementation of the national healthcare reform law and its implications on the South Bay region and the availability for employers and their employees if not using market based solutions. 

20. Encourage “green” ports, the continued implementation of the Clean Air Action Plan, and future port expansion to meet the demands of increased cargo, international trade and cruise ships for tourism possibilities. 

21. Support efforts to repair our aging transportation infrastructure for future development growth and engage MTA in long term regional transportation planning as it relates to issues such as traffic flow, parking, and improving traffic corridors including but not limited to the Cities of Wilmington, Harbor City/Harbor Gateway and San Pedro. 

22. Supports the development and retention of workforce housing in the South Bay region due to the expensive housing prices in Southern California. In addition, adequate supply of smart development growth is needed to retain businesses and ensure job opportunities in the region. 

23. Encourage government, business, organizations, and residents work collaboratively to reduce carbon emissions and conserve energy and natural resources while continuing to monitor the implementation of AB 32 and its impacts on South Bay regional businesses.

Economic Recovery

The SBACC will support opportunities for economic development proposals that aim to create jobs and that do not put business at an economic disadvantage throughout the South Bay. We will support increased resources for tourism, aerospace manufacturing, engineering jobs, business tax incentives and local bank assistance for small business lending so that the South Bay remains an attractive place to do business. We will increase our efforts to secure a robust manufacturing presence while promoting the South Bay Enterprise Zone’s incentives to business. We will work to support local, state and federal legislation and regulations that retains current businesses and attract new businesses within the South Bay region.   

Education and Workforce Preparation

The SBACC will support efforts to maintain a high level of educational quality at higher education institution throughout the region. We will support educational training, workforce development and internship programs that will allow South Bay businesses to meet future workforce demands. We will seek ways to make sure educational spending is used effectively for enhancing student outcomes with our primary focus on, but not limited to, workforce and college readiness, ensuring career technical education is high quality for the South Bay workforce and improving accountability measures throughout the educational system.

Local, State and Federal Government Reform

The SBACC will monitor and support efforts to reform regulations at all levels of government that negatively impact job creation and retention. We will work to secure reasonable solutions in order to balance business interests with the creation of new regulations and protect the South Bay business community from burdensome regulations and tax increases. We will promote common-sense solutions with all levels of government in order to better communicate the South Bay business community’s positions on harmful regulations to business and the impacts of an ongoing unbalanced budget.

Infrastructure: Transportation, Water and Utilities

The SBACC will continue to support policies that attract investment to improve the transportation infrastructure and movement of goods throughout our region. The SBACC will continue to monitor the implementation of recent water and delta legislation. We will review all proposed bond measures and improvements to the delta and delivery system of our water. We will support enhancements by local utilities, both public and private, that help to increase efficiency of energy use. We will support telecommunication services that allow for future technology enhancements throughout the South Bay region. The SBACC will work with local utilities to enhance our energy delivery infrastructure without threatening the economic vitality of the South Bay.

South Bay Association of Chambers of Commerce 2010 Vote Records: Holding Elected Officials Accountable

The 2010 Vote Record: SBACC tracked votes on 23 Potential Laws for Senator Alan Lowenthal, Senator Roderick D. Wright, Assembly Member Steven C. Bradford, Assembly Member Warren T. Furutani, Assembly Member Ted Lieu, Assembly Member Bonnie Lowenthal, and Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger.

In 2010, SBACC approved positions on 23 potential laws (bills) that impact over 53,000 businesses throughout the South Bay region. Regional legislators received letters communicating the positions on all 23 bills. The SBACC lobbied during the 2010 legislative session for our legislators to OPPOSE 12 bills and SUPPORT 11 bills. 

“This was a difficult year for the South Bay regional business community. We need to continue to work with our legislators in order to help the South Bay regional business community rebound by creating jobs and positive economic growth,” stated George Kivett, SBACC Chair.  “These vote records demonstrate how our elected officials voted with SBACC and we can continue to hold them accountable. Next year needs to be the year where our elected officials side with business in order to get the South Bay back on track As we move into the final year of a two-year session, we will once again communicate our position on pieces of legislation that may impact the regional business community in the South Bay,” Kivett continued.  

The SBACC’s official positions on each of the 23 bills have been available online at www.SBACC.com including summaries and explanations of why the SBACC opposed and supported each of the 23 bills. 

To reach the “percentage FOR pro-jobs legislation,” the SBACC tallied the number of times our legislators voted for the SBACC’s position and divided that total by the total number of potential new laws in which each legislator voted. A potential new law is not figured into the vote record percentage if a legislator, for whatever reason, did not vote or if the potential new laws died before the legislator had an opportunity to vote.
